The Volunteer Corp will assist with substitute teaching, supervising school events, assisting with organization and running
of Kairos and other retreats, securing and maintaining the indoot grounds, assisting various staff/teaching departments, and
other duties that would help the school. The Edmund Rice Volunteer Corps will provide young alumni with the
opportunity to use their talents and gifts nurtured at Brother Rice, for the betterment of the whole school community.

As a member of the Edmund Rice Volunteer Corps (ERVC) you would be expected to:

e Live in community with other volunteers
e Show a willingness to patticipate in communal activities with students, parents, faculty/staff, and the greater
Brother Rice Community.
e Make a commitment of at least one school year.
e Submit a resumé with two letters of recommendation.
